I)The Global Ghana Youth Network School 

 

The biggest success for 2010 was the 

creation of the Global Ghana Youth Network 

School. This has long been a dream of the 

organisation to fully create a formal 

institution to enable the children of the area 

the opportunity to gain a free primary 

school education. 

Although previously GGYN had offered basic 

homework help sessions, this had 

unfortunately had limited effect as many of 

the local children were unable to afford to 

attend a local school, therefore lacked the basics to then work from. Therefore from 

September it was agreed that GGYN would formally offer primary school education as the 

numbers of children not attending school continued to grow throughout the community as 

the levels of unemployment increased. 

The GGYN School now offers a free, fully subsidised education for these local children in the 

area of Kissehman, who cannot afford the small costs that exist even in relation to the

The numbers of students were at first modest 

with around seven initial students attending, 

however by the end of our first term we had over 

30 students officially enrolled, with this number 

set to double in the new year as our growing 

reputation and knowledge of our existence is 

being spread around the community. Due to this 

speedy increase and loss of two of our members 

of staff, Mr Mollishmael and Miss Jill who are 

both off to complete separate fundraising tours, 

meaning Mr Sylvester and Miss Mavis shall be 

starting the recruitment process to further add to 

our strong team, alongside the help of some international 

volunteers from January to May. The School has 

successfully run this term from Monday to Friday, 8am till 12, but due to high demand and 

further expansion, as of January 2011 this will increase to 7am till 2pm, with a nursery class 

and p1-4 running.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



II) The Youth Group: continued expansion

the project continued to do the following:

· Offered the chance to learn traditional skills such as basket weaving, bead making, 

and even rapping and dancing!
